A MESSAGE FROM OUR PASTOR 
It is hard to believe that next week Lent will be starting.  Every year Pastors around the 
world encourage their parishioners to take this holy season seriously.  Don’t miss out on this 
opportunity to focus on your spiritual relationship with God.  Make the changes that you 
need in your life, so that all obstacles will be removed in your path to holiness.   
 

This year I would like to draw your attention to a few special Lenten items: 
 

1. Stations of the Cross – Wednesday’s of Lent (7:00 PM – 7:30 PM) offer us a wonderful 
opportunity to grow in our faith by joining our lives to the salvific death of Christ by praying 
the Stations of the Cross.
