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A MESSAGE FROM OUR PASTOR
On March 15, 2019 Bishop Perez issued a letter meant to clarify and unify liturgical prayer
posture throughout our Diocese of Cleveland. Over his episcopacy in Cleveland, he has
become aware of a lack of unity in celebrating Mass in the parishes of this Diocese. Itis a
fact | am keenly aware of in celebrating Mass at both St. Anthony of Padua and St. Teresa
of Avila.

This liturgical clarification does not come out of thin air, and it is not born out of a whim from
our Bishop. Instead, it is the enforcement of the liturgical norms set forth in the General
Instruction of the Roman Missal (GIRM). The GIRM, which governs how the Mass is to be
celebrated, is a product of the Congregations in Rome, in consultation with the Bishops
Conferences, and definitively accepted and promulgated by the Holy Father. In assuming
the proper prayer posture as defined in the GIRM, we are in definitive union with our Pope,
Bishops, Clergy, and brothers and sisters throughout the world. The Bishop has directed
that we assume this proper prayer posture by Divine Mercy weekend 4/27-28/19.

The liturgical prayer posture we are to assume is as follows:

1. The faithful will continue to kneel throughout the Eucharistic Prayer.

2. After the great Amen, the faithful are asked to remain standing after the Lamb of
God, the celebrant’s reception of communion, and throughout the distribution of
communion to the faithful. [If a member of the faithful is physically unable to stand
throughout this time, they are encouraged to sit down.]

3. After the last member of the faithful have received communion, all the faithful
should assume a private prayerful posture by either sitting or kneeling. The faithful
are not required to stand during the purification of vessels, or until the reposition of
the Blessed Sacrament.

4. The faithful will stand again at the celebrant’s invitation to “Let us pray” for the
Prayer after Communion.

The celebrant’s of the Mass will help to prompt all the faithful at the various liturgies. | ask
that you embrace this liturgical clarification in the spirit and manner it is presented. As the

body of Christ, we are called to be unified during the most important moment of our worship:

the celebration of the Sacred Liturgy. By embracing this directive we will more fully live out
Christ's prayer that “We all may be One.”
