One of the dangerous attitudes many Catholics have adopted toward their faith is the
attitude of minimalism. The less they have to do, the happier they are. Forget about having
to come to Church each week. Ignore the requirement to pray and sustain a faith life. Don't
worry about having to actually live a good, holy and charitable life. Sadly, this attitude of
minimalism is usually accompanied by the excuse, "God will understand” or "God will forgive
me". Jesus, however, certainly challenges this type of attitude as he repeatedly reminds us
in the Gospels that only doing the minimum will not guarantee us a place in Heaven. Simply
having donated some time to his Church every now and then, or having attended Mass from
time to time, cannot replace a life lived completely in dedication to the Father's Will. We all
like to talk and think about the joys of salvation. However, we seldom take the time to think
of the other side of the coin and the horrors of damnation. Throughout the Gospel, Jesus
urges us to take his calling to discipleship very seriously. If any of us hear the words of
Christ, "I never knew you. Depart from me, you evildoers.", it will be our fault and not His.
